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HYBRID ORTHODONTICS:
a New Reality in Present-Day Orthodontics

Currently, there is a significant increase in the use of clear
aligners for correcting various malocclusions. This rise in
demand, particularly among adults and adolescents, has
led many orthodontic clinics to exclusively treat patients
with aligners. However, in most practices, we still find half
of the treatments using fixed multi-bracket appliances.

But on many occasions, due to the patient's desire
to maintain an aesthetic image, the choice of fixed
appliances becomes complicated as a treatment method,
although it's important to recognize the limitations of clear
aligners, particularly in addressing certain movements and
the overall treatment duration.

Additionally, advancements in digital workflows provide
valuable tools for orthodontists. These technologies
enable us to select appropriate mechanics, combine
different treatment modalities, or even mix them with

expansion and/or distalization devices. This mixed
approach can enhance treatment efficiency and efficacy,
addressing the limitations associated with using only clear
aligners.

Ultimately, a thorough understanding of available
techniques and tools is crucial for orthodontists. The
correct selection of treatment methods, guided by digital
planning, is essential for effectively meeting patient needs
and achieving optimal outcomes.

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MANAGEMENT OF ORTHODONTIC CASE
TRANSFERS WITH COMPROMISED OUTCOMES

One of the most challenging situations an orthodontist
can face in clinical practice is managing transfer cases
with compromised outcomes, as these cases can be
complex and emotionally demanding for both patients
and their families. Case transfers may occur during active
treatment or retention, with issues ranging from unresolved
malocclusions and compliance difficulties to biomechanical
complications and biological challenges such as hard
and soft tissue damage. Since significant changes to the
original treatment plan are often required, care must be
taken to minimize frustration, facilitate a positive treatment
transition and maintain or improve patient motivation.

This lecture will systematically present various case transfer
scenarios using well-documented clinical case examples.
Given that interdisciplinary collaboration is often necessary
to achieve an optimal result, special emphasis will be

placed on this collaboration and in the context of the latest
scientific evidence. Particular attention will be given in the
management of patients with biological limitations or tissue
damage, and to practical strategies to enhance treatment
success.

Christos Katsaros is Professor and Chair of Orthodontics at
the University of Bern, Switzerland. He studied in Greece,
Germany, and Sweden, and previously held a professorship at
Radboud University in the Netherlands. In 2023, he received
an honorary doctorate from the University of Bucharest.

He has published over 200 papers, lectures internationally,
and focuses on cleft-related facial development, gingival
recession, and orthodontic retention. He received the
Sheldon Friel Memorial Lecture Award (EQS, 2022) and is
Associate Editor of the American Journal of Orthodontics and
Dentofacial Orthopedics.

Through
clinical insights and current evidence, we will discuss
how thoughtful treatment planning, minimally invasive
techniques, and coordinated care can lead to stable,
longterm results. This session offers a broad overview
of key concepts and strategies that can be adapted
to a variety of patient scenarios, making it relevant for
practitioners involved in interdisciplinary dental care.

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BIOLOGIC KNOWLEDGE AND CLINICAL
STRATEGIES TO MANAGE POST-TRAUMATIC
ANTERIOR EDENTULOUS AREA

Post-traumatic anterior partial edentulism is a quite
challenging clinical condition, that often requires an
interdisciplinary approach for successful resolution.

Treatment planning must deal not only with the underlying
malocclusion but also with the lack of the post-trauma
periodontal tissues to deal with in the short and long
terms.

Therefore, treatment decisions should be taken after
performing a thorough evaluation of patient’s biologic
and aesthetic conditions, combined with a general
analysis of the clinical problems of the patient, including
long-term periodontal health stability and cost/benefit
analysis. In this context it is necessary to disregard the
competence of the individual practitioner, thus avoiding
to make treatment decisions solely dictated by individual
expertise.

The aim of this lecture is to provide guidelines to help
the team in gaining a broad and shared view of patient’s
problems, in analysing the parameters to be evaluated
to define the proper choice of treatment, and to discuss
potential advantages and disadvantages of each
treatment option. The suggested clinical strategies
to achieve the best possible clinical outcome will be
presented and the mistakes to avoid during orthodontic
treatment will be discussed.
